February 23, 2010 
 The Page County Board of Supervisors met in session on this 23rd day of February with all 
members present.  The minutes of February 16 were approved unanimously. 
 County Engineer Brad Skinner met with the Board and bids were opened for  
EWP  projects 7315-17 and L-NE26-09.  Bids received for 17 were:  Nelson and Rock-$196,969; L. 
A. Carlson-$239,530; and Peterson Contractors Inc.-$217,447.  Bids for 09 were Nelson and Rock-
$74,055; L. A. Carlson-$90,287.50; and Peterson Contractors Inc.-$105,543.   On a motion by 
Herzberg, seconded by Richardson, the Board unanimously awarded the contracts to the low 
bidder—Nelson and Rock, per review by the County Engineer, with the Chairman authorized to sign 
the contract. 
 Skinner then talked about the Dust Abatement program and changes made.  On a motion by 
Richardson, seconded by Herzberg, the Board unanimously approved the changes to the dust 
abatement program. 
 George Crawford, Ed Hakes, Assessor Peggy Smith, and Jeff Sederburg met with the Board to 
discuss whether a piece of land is a road or not a road.  Nothing can be found in county records 
about the establishment of this land as a road.  It has been taxed to landowners for the past sixty or 
seventy years.  Taylor County has the road as an established road.  Hakes stated that his family has 
owned the surrounding land since the 1880’s.  Crawford and seven others own the house at the end 
of this property, which sits in Taylor County, having purchased it in 1996 from the Hook family.  
Crawford has requested that the road be plowed.  A clarification needs to be made as to whether it is 
a road or whether they need to get an easement from the landowners.  Crawford asks that the Board 
take it under consideration to treat this as it has been treated in past years.  Skinner doesn’t have an 
issue with accepting this into the county road system because of the confusion whether it is a road or 
not.  Armstrong noted that we need to be careful about the issue of fairness.  The Board suggested 
the engineer move ahead with procuring the land as a road.    
 Treasurer Kim Behrens met with the Board to ask for an abatement on land now owned by the 
State of Iowa, cancelling two tax sale certificates, and abating taxes on mobile homes that have been 
dismantled or removed from the County.  On a motion by Richardson, seconded by Herzberg, the 
following resolution was unanimously approved:

 Department head meeting was held at 10 a.m. with Treasurer Kim Behrens, PH Administrator 
Belinda Debolt, Engineer Brad Skinner, Emergency Management Director Rod Riley, Recorder 
Brenda Esaias, Assessor Peggy Smith, Environmental Specialist Donnie McCoy, Assistant County 
Attorney Carl Sonksen, and Tracy Wiig representing the Mental Health department.  Each official and 
department head updated those in attendance about activities in the departments.
